Over the past few years Aberdeen International Youth Festival has produced projects outwith the
main summer festival. This is an area we are continuing to explore and develop and welcome
opportunities to do so. This will enhance opportunities for local groups and young people to
connect directly with the festival and gain valuable experiences otherwise not possible.

An economic impact and audience satisfaction study undertaken during the 2008 Festival found
that Aberdeen International Youth Festival continues to thrive in the North East cultural
landscape by generating over £1 million to the economy and directly or indirectly supports the
creation of 25 full-time equivalent jobs in the North East. With annual audience levels of over
30,000 cross Aberdeen City & Shire. The study also showed that the festival had:

@® More than 40% of the audience who did not live locally visited Aberdeen solely to attend
the festival.

It also allows
the festival to develop an equally important strand of its work by
involving in the project local young singers through a series of
workshops over 3 days with players from Scottish Ensemble. This new
group will explore the themes of the stories while creating their own
music to be performed as interludes during the afternoon performance
on the 6th August. AIYF are also exploring avenues to develop this
group further and provide opportunities to attend music workshops
throughout the year.

The Scottish Ensemble is a dynamic and internationally acclaimed
group of twelve musicians, formed from some of the most highly
respected classical players in Europe with outstanding violinist
Jonathan Morton as Artistic Director. The Ensemble are no strangers
to Aberdeen, regularly performing throughout the year as well as being
in demand throughout Scotland and abroad.

The NYCoS National Girls Choir was formed in 2007 and is for young
singers aged 13 - 15 years. Since their inception they have rapidly
gained a reputation for exciting and joyous performance already
having toured to Edinburgh, Perth and Helensburgh and being
recorded by the BBC for Radio Scotland. This will be their first visit to
Aberdeen.



The Dance Summer School is held annually as part of the Aberdeen
International Youth Festival. The School has been directed for over 15
years by the AIYF Director of Dance, Kenn Burke, former Principal
Dancer and Artistic Director of Scottish Ballet. The internationally
renowned team of tutors and choreographers attracts over 100 young
dancers not only from Scotland and the UK but from all over Europe.

The cast
will work with professional director Allan Dunn exploring the influence
of Burns on the drawing rooms of Edinburgh, captured in a famous
series of paintings of the period by Charles Martin Hardie, and creating
a theatrical afternoon of debate, discussion and diversions.

The afternoon will be an ideal time to entertain guests as it is set up as
a complete theatrical event including performance with food and
refreshments all set in the historic backdrop of Aberdeen University's
Elphinstone Hall. After the performance there will be opportunities to
meet the cast and if hosting a separate function have a short
performance of highlights from the show.

The company first delivered some taster
workshops in schools making sure they reached more disadvantaged
areas of the city before inviting them to participate in a week long rehearsal
summer school working towards a public performance. The company is
made up from present and ex-RSAMD students and are therefore some of
the most talented young artists in the country.

During 2009 we are planning to invite the company to work with some
Aberdeen City Schools in June and then deliver a summer school during
the festival. The project is open to anyone who wants to sing with no
audition and is about giving an experience to the young people they
otherwise may not get. Working with young tutors gives an added energy
to the project and also supports the development of the tutors skills. One
again this project will enable AIYF to increase our impact and profile in the
area and help deliver its obligation to engage with all young people excited
and inspired by participation in the arts.
